Meaning:  Muhammad is no more than an Apostle: many were the Apostles that 
passed away before him. If he died or were slain, will you then turn back on your 
heels? If any did turn back on his heels, not the least harm will he do to Allah, but 
He will swiftly reward those (who serve him) with gratitude. (Al-Imran:144)  
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Meaning: Muhammad is not thr father of any of your men, but (he is) the Apostle 
(Messenger) of Allah, and the Seal of the Prophets: and Allah has full knowledge 
of all things.  

The first part of the Ayat, above concerns us here, Muhammad was an Apostle 
(Messenger)  like those who were previously sent to revive the worship of God. 
The line of Apostles,  as religion followers know began with Adam, Noah, 
Abraham, Moses, Jonah, Jacob, Joseph, Saleh,  Lut, Solomon, David, John (Yahya 
the Baptist), and Jesus.  

In the second Ayat, in addition to Apostle, he is the Seal of those Prophets. These 
two facts distinguish Muhammad from all men.   



Muhammad, the Holy Prophet of Islam was born at Makkah in the Arab peninsula 
on Monday, the 12th of Rabi’ al-Awwal, (April 571 A.D). Almost after 4090 years 
after Noah, 3800 years after Abraham, 2300 years after Moses, 1820 years after 
David, and 570 years after Jesus.  

Muhammad is believed among Muslims and others as a unique person in the life of  
the world. The line of Prophet-hood continues up to him then stopped. Humanity 
correction of its lines are always made by Prophets sent from the same God to 
remind humans of their need to worship the One and Only God.  Muhammad, son 
of Abdullah one of ten brothers of Abdul-Muttalib bin Abd Manaf. His father died 
six months before Aminah bint Wahb bin Abd Manaf, mother of Muhammad gave 
birth to the child, who will later enlighten the whole world by renewing the old 
faith of Abraham, Isaq and Jacob, Moses, Solomon, David and Jesus. His birth 
coincises with the year of the elephant, the famous Abraha’s attack under the 
Negus King Supervision, the Abbasinian King,  on Makkah.  

Muhammad is the only Prophet came from the line of Ismael, brother of Isaac, 
sons of the Patriarch Abraham. While some history researcher can trace 
Muhammad to Adam, the father of all, Muhammad was the fortieth descent from 
Ismael. In his genealogical table Muhammad is the son of Abdullah, son of Abdul-
Nuttalib, son of Hashim, son of Abd Manaf, son of Qussay, son of Murrah, son of 
Ka’b, son of Lu’ay, son of Ghalib,  son of Fihr,  son of Malik,  son of Kinanah. 

In his infancy, Muhammad was handed to a woman from Bani-Sa’ad tribe. Her 
name is Halimah al-Sa’diyyah, to take care of Muhammad and preast feeding him. 
After age six, the child  was returned to his mother, Aminah. Soon in the same 
year, Muhammad was a helpless orphan lost his both parents. Abdul-Muttalib took 
custody of the orphan, and raised him until he died two years later. Abu Talib, his 
uncle took care of him, and began to show his affection to him as his son, 
therefore, he  began to graze cattles for several years, As Jesus, he was a shphard in 
his early years. Later his uncle began to accompany the 12 years old-young man in 
his merchantile trips and travels to Damascus, where Muhammad became an 
expert in merchanile transactions.  In one journey he met the Christian monk, 
Bahira, who was narrated to have the knowledge according to the Bible of the 
coming Prophet in Arabia. Bahira, in fact have seen some signs to make him think 
of the new Prophet might be Muhammad according to Jesus prophecy. One sign 
was that when he invited Abu Talib Caravan, he asked about the young man whom 
the sun was not reaching him, and covered by a cloud over his head. 



In his early twenties, Muhammad did not marry as other youths, in a battle called 
Harb al-Fujjar, between Quraysh and Qays, the result was divastating and 
disasterous for the poor, needy widows who lost their husbands in war, 
Muhammad formulated an early sense of charity to help out those who were 
damaged by the war, he formed a humanitarian organization called, Hilf al-
Fudhool, in order to vindicate  the rights of the weak, the poor, and the oppressed. 
His service was recognized and was called al-Amin, the trust-worthy from the 
people of Makkah signifying integrity of character and purity of conduct. His 
reputation reached many places, and he was invited to take role in solving disputes 
among people or tribes. One of the stories about tribal dispute was with regard to 
placing the Black Stone, in the Ka’abah, which is believed to be from heaven. 
Muhammad was called to solve the problem, Tribes began to quarrel, who will 
carry the holy stone, and place it in its place (five foot high at one of the Ka’abah 
corners). Muhammad the trusted person, al-Amin, told the people to bring a rug, 
put the stone in it, all tribes carry it, then he will take it an place it in the place. He 
stopped the conflict, and possibility of war as usual among Arab tribes.   

Muhammad later grew up illiterate, unlearned, unschooled like rich people, he 
has no teachers, no lessons from any body. His only teacher was nature, to look, 
see, think and wander who created all these wonderful things, the sun, the moon, 
the mountains, the heavens, the vast desert, the camels, the trees, etc., In fact the 
Only teacher Muhammad had was God Himself Who revealed the message of 
Islam through Qur’an in 23 years. When he was almost 40 years old. An illiterate 
person became the World Teacher, the family man and exampler, and the Prophet 
in the same time.  

Khadija was witnessing the young man, invited him to work for her first, later 
she became a breakthrough for Muhammad when she asked him to be her husband. 
The story goes like this (Yahya, in Crescentologism 2010) 

The Story of Khadijah bint Khuwayled 

The first wife of the Prophet: Khadijah bint Khuwailed. She  was from Quraysh, 
married twice, after her last husband,  a wealthy merchant, has died, the house 
needed a conductor. A nephew of the widow, named Khuzaymah, had become 
acquainted with Muhammad in the course of his commercial expeditions, and had 
noticed the ability and integrity with which he acquitted himself on all occasions. 
He pointed him out of his  aunt as a person well qualified to be her factor. The 
personal appearance of Muhammad may have strongly seconded his 
recommendation; for he was now about twenty-five years of age, and extold by 



Arabian writers for his manly beauty and engaging manners. So desirous was 
Khadijah of securing his services, that she offered him double wages to conduct a 
caravan which she was on the point of sending to Syria. Muhammad consulted his 
uncle Abu Talib, and by his advice, accepted the offer. He was accompanied and 
aided in the expedition by the nephew of the widow, and by her slave Maysarah, 
and so highly satisfied was Khadijah with the way in which he discharged his 
duties, that on his return, she paid him double the amount of his stipulated wages. 
She afterwards sent him to the southern parts of Arabia on similar expeditions, in 
all which he gave like satisfaction. 
In the meanwhile, Khadijah was in her fortieth year, a woman of judgment and 
experience. The mental qualities of Muhammad rose more and more in her 
estimation, and her heart began to yearn toward the fresh and comely youth. 
According to Arabian legends, a miracle occurred most opptunetly to confirm and 
sanctify the bias of her inclinations. She was one day with her handmaids, at the 
hour of noon, on the terraced roof of her dwelling, watching the arrival of a 
caravan conducted by Muhammad. As it approached, she beheld, with 
astonishment, two angels overshadowing him with their wings to protect him from 
the sun. turning with emotion, to her handmaids, “Behold!” said she, “to beloved 
of Allah, who sends two angels to watch over him!” 
While this legend was not confirmed historically by the handmaids, it is suffice to 
say, the widow with a lively faith in the superhuman merits of her youthful 
steward, and forthwith commissioned her trusty slave, Maysarah, to offer him her 
hand.  
The negotiation is recorded with simple brevity. Maysarah demanded by saying:  
“Muhammad, why do you still not married?”  
 “I have not means,” Muhammad answered. 
 “Well, what if a wealthy woman offered her hand to you: one also, who is 
handsome and of high nobility?” 
“And who is she?” Muhammad asked.    
“Khadijah!” 
“How is that possible?” 
“Let me manage that.” 
Maysarah returned to his mistress and reported what happened. An hour was 
appointed for an interview, and the affair was brought  to a satisfactory 
arrangement, which is known of Muhammad’s distinguished promptness and 
sagacity of his dealings with Khadijah.  When father of Khadijah knew about the 
agreement made between Khadijah and Muhammad, he opposed the match on 
account of levels of wealth. In his opinion wealth should be added to wealth, which 
is not the case, a wealthy woman and a man in poverty. But Khadijah wisely 



considered her riches only as the means of enabling  her to follow the dictates of 
her heart.  
Khadijah called highly respected people and gave a feast, faces invited included 
her father and her relatives, Abu Talib and Hamzah  (Muhammad’s uncles), and 
other high prestigious people of Quraysh. At the party, it was said that wine served 
in abundance, and soon diffused good humor round the board. The objections to 
Muhammad’s inequal position to Khadijah’s wealth were forgotten; when speeches 
made by Abu Talib, Hamza, and Waraqah bin Nofal, a kinsman of Khadijah, they 
all praised the proposal of marriage, the dowry was arranged, and the marriage 
formally announced.  
 
Muhammad then caused a camel to be killed before his door, and the flesh 
distributed among the poor. The house was thrown open to all comers; the female 
slaves of Khadijahdanced to the sound of timbrels, and all was revelry and 
rejoicing. It is recalled that Abu Talib, forgetting his age and his habitual 
melancholy, made merry on the occasion. He had paid down from his purse a 
dower of 12.5 okks of gold, equivalent to twenty young camels. Halimah al-
Sa’adiyyah who was Muhammad’s  breast feeding nurse in his infancy, had 
summoned to rejoice her happiness,  was presented with a flock of forty sheep, 
with which  she returned , enriched, and contented, to her native valley, in the 
desert of the Sa’adite.   

The first time Prophet-hood news:  

In the west, a proverb saying: “If Muhammad doesn’t come to mountain, the 
Mountain will come to Muhammad.” Was known in Medieval Europe and still 
used in English language. Muhammad used in  his open times to go to the 
mountain, sit alone in a cave called Gar-Hira’, almost three miles from makkah, a 
place where any one can view the Ka’aba from that high place. One time,  in 
Ramadhan month, on 609 or 610 A.D. The first revelation came to him through the 
Archangel Gebriel,  Muhammad was nervous and fearful, As narrated by many 
sources, the first revealed ayat from surat al-Alaq, was: Read. The voice said, 
Muhammad replied after a while, I can’t read. The voice then after three times 
said: Read after me. Read, in the Name of thy Lord and Cherisher, Who Created 
(All), Created human, out of a (mer) clot of congealed blood. Proclaim! And Thy 
Lordis Most Bountiful, He Who taught  (the use of) the Pen.   Taught human what 
he knew not. ”al-Alaq: 96: 1-5) 

In beautiful Arabic it reads:  
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Muhammad rushed to his home and wife, Khadijah for consultation, and told her to 
cover him up, (in Arabic Dattirini, Datthirini, cover me, cover me) because of what 
he experienced on the mountain.  Later, Khadijah told Muhammad that she 
believed that Muhammad is telling the truth, and therefore, told him, that he might 
be the Prophet to this world. Anyway, Khadijah consulted her cousin, Waraqa who 
said: This is the very Angel that God sent to Moses. In that year the apostolical 
career began for Muhammad.   

First Converts: 

From men: Othman, Abu Bakr,  Ali, Bilal,  Yasir, Abdullah bin Mas’ud, and Zayd, 
his adopted son. From women: Khadijah, his wife.  In three years, converts who 
believe in Muhammad’s mission were around forty persons. When Hamza and 
Omar were converted, Quraysh side was alarmed and began to feel the urge to 
fight Muhammad and his new religion. Omar who was just a dead enemy of Islam 
became a great supported to Islam. Two years later, Muslims became to suffer 
more on the hands of Quraysh leaders. In the fifth year, some of the new converts 
who were not protected by any political support were ordered to migrate to 
Abbasinia, Africa.   

Muhammad’s Family life: Muhammad and his family lived in small hut looks like 
an apartments adjacent the mosque at Medina. Each of these were six to seven 
yards wide and ten yards long. The height of the ceiling was that of an average 
man standing. The blankets were used as curtains to screen the doors. Muhammad 
helped out with the housework, such sewing clothes, and repairing shoes. He 
would usually do this for long periods of time, stopping only for prayers. 
Muhammad had accustomed his wives to dialogue; he listened to their advice, and 
the wives debated and even argued with him. Muhammad's wives distinguished his 
role as a prophet from his role as a husband. He did not allow his wives to use his 
status as a Prophet to obtain special treatment in public. He was fair to all and 
always listen to their arguments, before giving decisions…………………….. 
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
